The Research Scope of Practice (SOP) is specific to the duties of each research employee as an agent of the study Principal Investigator (PI) and outlines general tasks that the research employee is permitted to perform in conjunction with an approved protocol.  
Instructions:  If an employee has a current Research SOP but is assigned to work with a Principal Investigator(s) that is/are not listed on the current Research SOP, each new PI must review the employee’s current Research SOP and sign and date below to indicate that s/he agrees that the employee is capable to perform the assigned duties for those protocols in which s/he acts as the PI.  Regardless of supervisor, the PI assumes all responsibility for the conduct of staff and for research performed under their protocol.
Note:  It is not necessary to remove an obsolete Investigator from a current Research SOP; instead remove that PI at the next annual SOP submission.  However, if your research duties or responsibilities have changed, you must submit a new SOP with your signature, your supervisor’s signature, and all applicable PI signatures for ACOS/R&D signature.
