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  1.  PURPOSE 
 To ensure that laboratory staff are not exposed to waste Halogen anesthetic agents.

2.  SCOPE

This SOP applies to all individuals using F/air canisters for anesthetic waste scavenging.

3.  PROCEDURE

1.0 Prior to use of any anesthesia machine, the waste scavenging system must be used.

2.0 Unless waste is scavenged through a wall vacuum system, all anesthesia machines should be equipped with an F/air canister or similar equipment to collect waste anesthetic gas.  

3.0 The F/Air canister must be hung vertically and the holes located on the bottom side of the canister must not be blocked. 

4.0 Immediately before using anesthesia machine, remove and weigh the F/air canister.  Record the weight on the side of the canister.

5.0 Immediately following use of anesthesia machine, record the number of hours machine was in use (record next to weight measurement).

6.0 The F/air canister must be changed when (whichever comes first):

6.1 The total number of hours exceeds 12

OR

6.2 The canister weight has increased by 50 grams over its initial weight.

7.0 The F/air canister may be disposed of in the regular trash.
